Who We Are...

Potentate in 1896. Here's a point of history: durin g this time, they were called Rising Star #23
before the name was changed to Harram #23. Rising S  tar was moved to Tampa in 1900. Prince Hall
Shrinedom embraces all of the basic fundamental con cepts of the Masonic Order, but is more
colorful with a broader spectrum of visibility by t he manner in which it serves as a charitable non-

profit organization and dispenses charity in the co mmunity and the care for its own.

Shrine History

Noble John G. Jones established our organization on June 3, 1893. Its incorporation took place on
December 12, 1900. The Shrine Organization takes gr eat pride in its Auxiliary, which is comprised
of wives, sisters, mothers and daughters of the mem bership — officially styled, the Imperial Court
Daughters of Isis (DOI).



The Imperial Potentate, and the Daughters by the Im  perial Commandress, heads the Shrine. The
men of the organization, Nobles, wear the red Fez; and the women, Daughters of Isis, wear the
white Fez. Most importantly, both are community ser vants.

who have at-risk or high-risk educational deficienc ies will have a forum to improve these
deficiencies through the Prince Hall Shriners’ Shri ners As Mentors (SAM) program; and Education:
Low-income, African-American students who achieve a cademic success in high school will have
an opportunity to receive financial assistance to a ttend college or specialized trade schools
through the Prince Hall Shriners’ Student Aid (SA) program.

On the local level, Harram Temple No. 23 Inc., Prin ce Hall Shriners is a non-profit 501(c) (3)
organization. Some of the charitable endeavors and programs for Harram Temple No. 23, Inc.
Prince Hall Shriners include support to the Educati onal/Charity program, which covers the United

College Fund and the Shriners Hospitals for Childre n- Tampa Unit (School Supplies/Book Bags),
Temple Youth program, and Shriners as Mentors progr am. We award (five) $500.00 Educational

Scholarships annually to selected and deserving col lege/university bound students to help offset
any unexpected out of pocket expenses. We prepare a nd deliver over 60 food baskets during our
Annual Charitable Christmas Food Basket program for the less fortunate; we operate an annual

Clothes Closet Distribution program and the Christm as Toys program. Most importantly, we serve
as a proud sponsor for the Belmont Heights Little L eague and much more.
